Zadanie 1. 

Hosting the Olympics is a big investment. It costs millions to create or adapt various facilities needed 

for the games. Some buildings are left empty afterward, others are still being used to host sporting 

events. Here are four locations that took a different approach. 

Most people entering the now remodelled 1980 Olympic Village in Lake Placid are in a lot of trouble. 

The complex no longer welcomes athletes but instead houses prisoners. It’s not much of a surprise, 

though. The only way Lake Placid could get funding from the government for the Olympics was if they 

had a secondary purpose for any new buildings. Only the Federal Bureau of Prisons offered to be 

the second use. The facility originally housed about 1,800 athletes; and now it houses about 1,000 

prisoners. 

During the 1932 Olympics in Los Angeles, the Grand Olympic Auditorium hosted weightlifting, 

boxing and wrestling matches. The building was originally constructed in 1924, and after the Games 

continued to host boxing and wrestling matches, in addition to roller derbies and concerts. It even 

served as the film set for parts of Rocky. Today it’s home to a Korean church called the Glory Church. 

Built for the 2008 Olympics in Beijing, the National Aquatics Center, known as the Water Cube, held 

swimming events. This is where Michael Phelps earned his eight gold medals, which was a record 

in itself, and where 24 other world records were set. The building was renovated after the Olympics, 

and half of it is now Asia’s largest waterpark. The second floor has an auditorium with 17,000 seats. 

The Olympics are going to return to Beijing in 2022, and the Cube is slated for use in the curling 

tournaments at this time. 

In 1940, the Summer Olympics never happened. Scheduled for Tokyo, they were cancelled due to 

the Second Sino-Japanese War. The games were then rescheduled and moved to Helsinki – only to be 

called off again due to the outbreak of World War II. Originally constructed in 1937, the building 

known as the Tennis Palace was never meant to last as a permanent structure. It first housed a car 

dealership and was renovated in 1938 to add four tennis courts as the city began opening various sports 

venues around town. The courts were never used for Olympic tennis, but the venue did host basketball 

when the Olympic Games finally came to Helsinki in 1952. In 1957, the city bought the building 

at auction and let it deteriorate until 1993. Now, the building holds the Helsinki City Art Museum, 

a movie theatre and several restaurants.

For a 15-year-old high school student, there aren’t many job options. The local grocery store won’t 

hire me until I turn 16 – that’s their policy. Mowing lawns for the neighbors isn’t any fun and most 

of them ask me to do extra tasks without paying me more. If you’re a high school student looking 

for a great job that pays well, doesn’t require 40 hours a week, and provides life lessons, caddying 

might be the best choice for a teenager. Just to make it clear for those who don’t play golf – a caddy 

is a person who helps a player during a game by carrying their clubs and equipment, and by giving 

advice. 

To start a job as a caddy just reach out to nearby golf courses about caddying opportunities. When 

it comes to me, it was very easy. I’m on the high school golf team, and I take lessons from the 

professional trainer in the local golf club, so I knew who I was supposed to talk to. Then what? After 

an interview with a caddie manager, you must complete orientation training, which introduces you to 

your responsibilities. Then you just fill out a few forms, and you are ready to work. At the course 

I work for, we schedule loops (this is what caddies call a job), using the club application. 

On my first loop I was pretty nervous. But I summoned up my courage, smiled, made eye contact with 

Mr. Jones, and shook his hand. “My name is Ben. I am so pleased to meet you. This is my first time 

looping and I want you to tell me whenever I am doing something you don’t like, and tell me what you 

need me to do. I am here to take care of you.” Mr. Jones smiled and said, “No problem. I requested 

a junior looper as I like to help new caddies learn their trade.” Phew! He seemed like a really nice guy. 

In fact, Mr. Jones was really nice, and corrected me a couple of times when I was in the wrong place, 

and I thanked him each time. Overall, I took care of the basics, kept his clubs clean and gave him 

yardages. 

At the end of the round, Mr. Jones gave me a nice tip and told me that he’d like me to caddie for him 

again next Saturday morning. He booked a loop on our club app, and my phone buzzed just a moment 

later. I accepted the loop and realized that I now have a steady customer and a great job.
